Attendees:  Brian Neely (pres), Bill Waterston (past.pres.), Dave Kern (treas.), Herb Ule (sec), Don Bannon(D and NE Region rep), Kevin Murray(webmaster), Ralph Enos(Dir. And Parameter Editor), Mark Dermugrditchian(D), Mike Woessner(D), Shelley Hudson, Tony Mazza. 
President’s Update:  We now have an agreement with BSA to get our meetings listed in the BSA calendar.  This should help visibility and hopefully, attendance. 

Region Update:  The region has billed us the region assessment of $20 per member x 182 members, or $3,640.  MOTION:  To pay the region assessment.  PASSED.  Don suggested that the recent region meetings have been valuable and that the chapter should take better advantage of region meetings.  The next one is being planned for Lake George in upstate NY. 
Committee Reports and Updates:
A. Academic Affairs:  Mark D. discussed that many prominent specifiers will be retiring and there don’t appear to be many to follow their careers.  There is a need, however.  Mark suggested that students should consider it as a specialty and it could perhaps be a minor in their programs. 
B. Awards:  Brian is encouraging our chapter to submit for awards for national recognition.  The Parameter, the 50th Anniversary Book, and possible individual awards should be considered. 
C. Bylaws:  We are running out of time.  If changes are proposed, they should go out with the ballots.  Will plan separate meeting to review proposed changes.  One proposed change would change officers’ terms from one to two years. 
D. Communication:  New website us up and running.  Brian informed us that it has a feature where members can list three of their projects for publicity and he encouraged us to do so.   
E. Certification:   CDT has started.  No separate class for CCS. 

F. Finance:  Dave Kern reported that our cash flow is positive.  We have to inform CSI national of our dues for next year.  Planning on leaving them as is. It may be possible to reduce them in the future.  Our guest fee is high at $75.  Should we reduce it to increase attendance?   Should plan separate meeting for these issues. 
G. House:  Excellent turnout for our joint meeting with ICRI tonight.  Topic is expansion joints.  We have 49 reservations for tonight, plus four tabletops.  ICRI also has approximately 40 reservations.  
H. Membership:  Shelley Hudson handed out lists of members who have not yet renewed.  The lists will be divided up and board members will contact them to encourage renewing.  Membership is currently at 184.  There are more professional members than industry, but fewer professional attend meetings.  Total membership including non-affiliated members and recently expired is 198.  If we conduct a “membership drive”, we can get 50% off the national dues. Do we add a discount to the chapter dues?
