Comparative Analysis of Insulation 

Methods for Transitional Masonry 

Structures: A Case Study of Three Col-

lege Dormitories 

There is currently much debate on the 

long-term impact of adding insulation to 

existing transitional masonry structures.  

In an effort to maximize thermal effi-

ciency and achieve maximum energy 

conservation, many owners of existing 

historic and transitional masonry build-

ings have invested significant funds in 

the insulation of their buildings. Cur-

rently, there are no concrete guidelines 

for methods and materials for perform-

ing these thermal upgrades. This presen-

tation will focus on the comparison of 

approaches for three1920ôs and 1930ôs 

transitional masonry buildings. 

The buildings in this study function as 

college dormitories and portray simi-

lar architectural styles, massing, 

construction techniques and mate-

rials.  In terms of construction ma-

terials, the original structures are 

comprised of load bearing brick 

masonry and terra cotta walls 

with steel framing, plaster interi-

ors, sloped slate roofs with dor-

mers, and multi -light double hung 

wood windows.  Interior conditions 

with respect to temperatures and 

relative humidity are also similar.   

In recent years, two of the three 

buildings were wholly renovated.  

The renovations included the re-

moval of the interior plaster to al-

low for the addition of insulation 

and installation of new gypsum 

finishes, the replacement of single -

pane wood windows with double -

hung insulated wood assemblies, 

and the replacement of the slate 

roofs with new slate roofs.  The first 

building was insulated via a 1ò thick 

application of closed cell spray polyure-

thane foam (SPF), 1-5/8ò metal stud 

wall, and gypsum interior sheathing. The 

second building was insulated via the 

addition of a 2-1/2ò metal stud wall filled 

with 3ò batt insulation, a polyethylene 

vapor barrier and gypsum interior sheath-

ing.  The third building has not been 

renovated, and therefore served as the 

control case.   

Two studies; an Infrared Survey and a 

WUFI analysis were conducted. The IR 

study allowed for the establishment of 

the current thermal performances of the 

buildings and the WUFI analysis is to 

determine whether the renovated wall 

systems function adequately with respect 

to dew point location and moisture accu-

mulation over time. The results of the 

study and recommendations will be pre-

sented in detail.
